Early Learning Goal

Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.
	Learning rules and routines of EYFS when settling into the new classroom.

Fishing for numbers up to 5.
Unifix to make towers and patterns. 

Number lines, big pattern making. 

Pegging numbers on a washing line in order to 5.
Water set up linked to filling/emptying, compare bears to order height and weight
Counting bricks in the wall/ tower and estimating. 
Snack linked to maths/money/making certain amounts.
